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TREE CUTTING IN MAINSTREET

Mainstreet Community has a_strict prohibition _on the
cutting down of trees which requires the approval of the
Architectural Review Board (ARB) before any trees may
be cut down, except in the case of an emergency, i.e., trees
about to fall on their own, trees destroyed by wind or
storms, or any other condition that could pose harm or
injury to persons or damage to property. In such cases, the
homeowner must contact the ARB as soon as practicable
after such incident to advise the reason the tree(s) were cut
down.

Any person who cuts down trees without the prior
expressed written approval of the Architectural Review
Board will be fined $250 per tree
